Instead He said what He meant witheven stronger words,  “Amen, amen, I say to you, unless you eat the Flesh of The Son of Man, and drink His Blood,you shall not have life in you. He who eats My Flesh and drinks My Blood has life everlasting,and I will raise him up on the last day. For My Flesh is food indeed, and My Blood is drinkindeed. He who eats My Flesh, and drinks My Blood, abides in Me and I in him.”
